which is a manual process by the Office of the Registrar to add this information to
graduating student$his is the only attribute that works in this manner.

Currently, servicdearning courses are approved by the General Education Council
(GEC) with an attribute of CEL, Community Engaged Learniinge CEL attribute is
classified as a high impact learning attribute and not used at the course section level.
